Rural Development, Community Facilities Grants Account

The Account is accepting proposals to develop or improve essential public services and facilities
in communities across rural America. These amenities help increase the competitiveness of
rural communities in attracting and retaining businesses that provide employment and services
for their residents.

The following criteria MUST be met prior to a CDS request being approved:

The Community Facilities account has a match requirement on a sliding scale based on

community population size* and median income. Towns with populations greater than 20,000
are not eligible for this program. For those towns that are eligible, the account will fund up to
75% of total project costs with a match requirement based on both area median income and
population as follows:

Max 75% if: Population of 5,000 or fewer and a median household income of the
proposed service area is below the higher of the poverty line or 60 percent of the state
nonmetropolitan median household income.

Max 55% if: Population of 12,000 or fewer and a median household income is below the
higher of the poverty line or 70 percent of the state nonmetropolitan median household
income.

Max 35% if: Population of 20,000 or fewer and a median household income of the
proposed service area is below the higher of the poverty line or 80 percent of the state
nonmetropolitan median household income.

Max 15% if: Population of 20,000 or fewer and a median household income of the
proposed service area is below the higher of the poverty line or 90 percent of the state
nonmetropolitan median household income.

*Population requirements must be from the most recent census. The state Rural Development
(RD) office must certify the population of a proposed service area meets the requirements
outlined above for a project to be considered and is available to help vet project proposals.

Match requirements are outlined at 7 CFR 3570.63(b). In general, matching funds must come
from a non-Federal source.

Successful applications will include a description of the intended use of funds, (see a list of
eligible entities, uses, and limitations here), the requested CDS dollar amount and total cost of
the project, and the service area/beneficiaries. Applicants must also meet environmental review
requirements (i.e., NEPA).

Funding for the following activities will not be considered:

Reimbursement for projects already constructed/acquired or that will have been
constructed/acquired by bill passage;

Payment for initial operating expenses or recurring annual costs;

Funding for facilities used primarily for recreation purposes;

Funding for facilities primarily for business entrepreneur purposes.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), State and Tribal Assistance
Grants, STAG Infrastructure Account

The Account is only accepting proposals related to existing funding categories and activities
within the STAG account that will result in improvements in environmental quality and/or
human health. Projects for water infrastructure CDS grants to fund local wastewater and
drinking water infrastructure projects within the Clean Water State Revolving Fund and the
Drinking Water State Resolving Fund are eligible under this account. Projects to construct or
make modifications to municipal sewage treatment plants and drinking water treatment plants
are eligible.

Local and/or municipal projects included on a state’s most recently finalized Clean Water or
Drinking Water State Revolving Fund Intended Use Plan (IUP) are eligible for funding. In
exceptional circumstances, projects that are eligible for funding under State Revolving Loan
Fund (SRF) guidelines but are not on the state IUP list, may be considered.

There is a minimum of 20% cost sharing requirement for any state or local water infrastructure
grant funded through CDS. Only the non-federal portion of assistance provided by the State
Revolving Loan Fund can be applied toward a project’s matching requirement.

Successful project proposals will:

e Detail the project purpose (drinking water, wastewater, stormwater, and/or water quality
protection);

e Provide details on how the project will help the applicant meet applicable water
standards;

e Provide the total estimated cost of the project, based on a facilities plan or preliminary
engineering report, as well as the amount of CDS requested,;

e Provide a list of other federal funding approved for the project;
e List any non-federal sources of funding for the project.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Science and Technology,
Research: National Priorities Account

The Account is accepting proposals for high priority lines of research related to environmental
quality and human health.

Development Initiatives (EDI) for economic development projects eligible
under chapter 69 of title 42, USC.

The Account is accepting proposals for economic development initiatives eligible under chapter
69 of title 42, United States Code. Applicants are required to provide:

e the current status of the project;

o adescription of all other sources of funding contributing to the total cost of the
project;

e the status of the planning and environmental review work;

¢ relevant data on how activities or projects benefit primarily low- and moderate-
income persons or communities to meet program requirements;



a link to the project website if available or a link to the HUD five-year
Consolidated Plan or Annual Action Plan if the project is included or
complements planned or current projects within these required plans; and

total cost of the project.



Labor, Health and Human Services, Education and Related
Agencies Subcommittee

Department of Labor — Employment and Training Administration-
Training and Employment Services Account

The Account is accepting workforce development proposals that, include direct services to
individuals to enhance employment opportunities, demonstrate evidence of a linkage with the
State or local workforce investment system and include an evaluation component.

Equipment purchases may be included within congressionally directed funding only as an
incidental part of the entire project. A similar standard applies to curriculum development, which
should be incidental to the project’s emphasis on direct services to individuals.

CDS cannot be used for construction or renovation of facilities.

Department of Health and Human Services Health Resources and Service
Administration — Program Management Account

The Account is accepting projects that address the cost of construction, renovation, or capital
equipment purchase for facilities for health, mental health, or substance abuse services, training
of health professionals, or medical research.

In addition to construction and renovation, funding can be used to acquire capital equipment,
such as lab equipment or x-ray machines. Equipment-only grants—that is, grants not involving
construction—are permissible. Generally, any equipment having a useful life of more than
one year and a unit cost of at least $5,000 will be eligible as capital equipment.

In addition, equipment with lower costs may also be eligible, provided that it is treated as an item
of capital expense under the recipient institution’s pre-existing, written accounting policies.
Equipment expenses for health information systems and electronic medical records systems are
permitted expenditures. The costs of expendable supplies such as pharmaceuticals, lab chemicals,
or office paper are not eligible.

HRSA Health Facilities funding cannot be used to acquire land or purchase existing buildings, or
to pay salaries or other operating costs. Funding cannot be used to pay for work previously 5
completed. CDS can be used for architectural and engineering costs associated with an eligible
construction project, but cannot be used for general feasibility studies.



Department of Health and Human Services — Substance Abuse and Mental
Health Services Administration — Health Surveillance and Program Support
Account

The Account is accepting proposals addressing mental health, substance Abuse treatment and
prevention.

Mental Health

Funding to support programs that promote the prevention or treatment of mental health disorders,
including rehabilitation, outreach, and other support services.

Substance Abuse Treatment

Funding to support programs that improve access, reduce barriers, and promote high quality,
effective treatment and recovery services.

Substance Abuse Prevention

Funding to support programs to prevent the onset of illegal drug use, prescription drug misuse
and abuse, alcohol misuse and abuse, and underage alcohol and tobacco use.

Funds may not be used for construction (other than a limited amount of renovation necessary to
carry out a funded project). In addition, General Provisions in statute prohibit funds for projects
that distribute sterile needles or syringes for 1.V. drug injection, or those that promote the
legalization of illegal drugs or substances

Department of Health and Human Services — Administration for Children
and Families — Children and Family Services Programs Account

The Account is accepting proposals to address child abuse prevention and social service research
and demonstration projects.

Project requests submitted through the account must fall under one of the following categories:
Child Abuse Prevention

Project requests should improve the prevention, assessment, identification, and treatment of child
abuse and neglect through research, model service improvement, information dissemination, and
technical assistance. Projects must serve or target abused and/or neglected children and their
families.

Social Services Research and Demonstration

Project requests should promote the ability of families to thrive through financial self-
sufficiency, and to promote the healthy development and greater well-being of children and
families. Projects can serve a diverse population including: low-income individuals, children,
youth, families, individuals with developmental disabilities, and Native Americans.

Funds may not be used for construction or renovation of facilities



Department of Health and Human Services — Administration for Community
Living — Aging and Disability Services Programs Account

The Account is accepting proposals to improve the ability of older adults and individuals of all
ages with disabilities to live independently and participate fully in their communities. Projects
should focus on improving access to, or the quality of, education, training, support services, and
independent living services for older adults and individuals with disabilities.

Funds may not be used for construction or renovation of facilities

Department of Education — Innovation and Improvement — Fund for the
Improvement of Education Account (FIE)

The Account is accepting project requests for elementary and secondary education projects, to
provide or improve special education services at the elementary and secondary level. Eligible
grantees include: state education agencies, school districts, colleges and universities, and other
public and private nonprofit entities. Generally, funding intended for individual schools is
provided to the applicable school district and not directly to the individual school.

Funds may not be used for construction or renovation of school buildings, except in the case of
minor remodeling required as part of technology upgrades. Daycare and childcare projects that
do not include educational services are also not eligible.

Department of Education — Rehabilitation Services — Demonstration and
Training Account

The Account is accepting proposals for a wide variety of projects to improve access to, or the
quality of services to individuals with disabilities. Project requests should be designated under
this heading for a wide variety of projects that further the purposes of the Rehabilitation Act,
including by providing individuals with disabilities with education, training, support services,
and independent living services. Generally, projects should focus on improving access to, or the
quality of, such services for individuals with disabilities. Eligible grantees include State
vocational rehabilitation agencies, community rehabilitation programs, Indian tribes or tribal
organizations, or other public or nonprofit agencies and organizations. Funds may not be used
for construction or renovation of facilities.

Department of Education — Higher Education — Fund for the Improvement of
Postsecondary Education Account

The Account is accepting proposals for projects that focus on improving access to, or the quality
of, postsecondary education. Project requests should focus on improving access to, or the quality
of, postsecondary education.

Examples of the types of projects that can be funded under FIPSE include projects to hire and
train faculty, establish and improve degree programs, improve teacher preparation programs,
develop and improve curricula, upgrade technology and telecommunications, acquire science
laboratory equipment, provide student support, implement university partnerships with school



districts, and establish research and training centers. Grantees are usually colleges and
universities, but may include other public and private nonprofit organizations.

Funds may not be used for construction or renovation of academic buildings, except in the case
of minor remodeling required as part of technology upgrades



Military Construction, Veteran Affairs, and Related Agencies
Subcommittee

The Account is accepting proposal of major construction, unspecified minor military
construction, and planning and design.

Funding for Department of Veteran Affairs and Related agencies is not eligible for CDS.
Military Construction, Army Account

Military Construction, Navy Marine Corp. Account

Military Construction, Air Force Account

Military Construction, Defense-Wide Account

Military Construction, Army National Guard Account

Military Construction, Army Reserve Account

Military Construction, Navy Reserve Account

Military Construction, Air Force Reserve Account

Future Years Defense Program (FYDP) Account

Each military department, to include the guard and reserve, as well as defense-wide agencies,
plans its major military construction program five years into the future. FYDPs identify these
future planned projects, which are candidates for CDS requests.

Unfunded Requirements/Priorities Lists (UFR/UPL) Account

In addition to the annual budget request and as required by law, each military department
submits to the congressional defense committees a document identifying unfunded priorities that
would be funded if additional appropriations were provided.

Cost to Complete (CTC) Account

Variables such as construction market conditions can affect cost estimating throughout the
military construction programming process, and as such, DOD can experience cost increases that
cannot be sufficiently covered by available appropriated funding. In these cases, the military
departments submit a list of projects separate from the budget request that have received an
authorization and appropriation, but require additional funding to be completed.
